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The CCHS handbook outlines the need for students to be in class per state regulations and school policies.  For math class, however, policy does little to address the fact that a day missed is a day lost.  I encourage parents and students to make every effort not to miss a math class.
If a student does miss a class, it is his or her responsibility to make up the work.  I will not “chase down” a student to ask for homework or to give a missed quiz—the student must come to me.  As a matter of procedure, I usually record a “0” for a missed assignment and will change it when the student makes up the work.  All assignments are posted in PowerSchool as they are assigned, so students can easily determine what work needs to be made up and when.  Also, I request that students do not approach me about missed work during the class itself but do it before or after regular class activity.
For students who are ill, they may make-up work according to school policies, but it is recommended that they make-up the work as soon as possible.  A student who misses class will need to be up to speed soon after returning since class will move along to the next topic very quickly.  There is usually very little time to catch your breathe!
In the event of any planned absence (appointments, sports events, special field trips, family leave, etc.), the student must see me IN ADVANCE of the missed class.  In particular, the student must notify me by the end of the class before the absence (not after school that afternoon or via email that evening, etc.) although more lead time is preferred.  This will allow me to get material for the missed class for the student before they leave, including homework assignments, answers for homework we may go over during the missed class, extra hand-outs, and so on.
As a general rule, though, tests must be taken IN ADVANCE of such absences.  If there is a need to miss a test, the student needs to notify me even earlier so that arrangements can be made to take the test before the absence (like during a pre-test review session, during Study Hall, or if need be after school).
Please note that an Absence Form submitted by a parent in NOT sufficient notice in the case of a planned absences.  Students and parents need to communicate regarding plans for these, and the STUDENT must talk to me IN ADVANCE of a planned absence in order to get credit for missed work.  Of course, special circumstances may warrant special consideration as needed.
