Purpose of the course
To gain a very thorough knowledge of the Old Testament.

Objectives of the course
1. The student will be able to see how the OT unfolds and points to Christ.

2. To identify the basic structure, author and themes of each OT book.

3. To identify the great majority of the persons in the OT narratives.

4. To have read through the entirety of the OT by the end of the year.  

Requirements of the Course
1. Keep up with assignments according to assignment sheets given out by the teacher (time will periodically be given at the end of the class period to aid students in keeping up with these assignments).

2. Keep up with notes that will periodically be given in class.

3. Prepare for frequent quizzes that will be based on the above assignment sheets
4. Do tests that will come at the end of each chapter of the textbook; these tests will be roughly every week to week and a half.
5. Memory work will be due at assigned periods.

6. You will be required to read through the entirety of the OT during the year.

7. Pay attention when visual material is being presented.
8. Each quarter will end with a PowerPoint exegetical project (details TBA).
